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This project aims at paying attention to and promoting the healthy life of African women. It
plans to launch a public fundraising project through the internet public fundraising platform, and
mobilize well-known domestic enterprises to donate or provide high-quality and low-cost
female health supplies to impoverished women and girls in Maputo, Mozambique.

The project has reached the intention of cooperation with the China Association for the
Promotion of Peaceful Unification in Mozambique, which is responsible for the regular

distribution of female hygiene supplies to eligible donors in schools, hospitals, orphanage and
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communities.

The originality of this project comes from several interviews with foreign students from African
countries and online surveys. It is found that women in many poor areas of Africa can’t afford to
buy hygienic supplies which often cause diseases. Women and girls can’t go to work and school
during their physiological period. What is more serious is that the whole society also lacks
knowledge and education about women's physiological health. In some African countries,
women have demanded free supplies from the government through marches.

As a result, the team members agreed that helping women in poverty areas in Africa. Solving
this problem is related to basic human rights, women's dignity, social welfare, educational

development and many other issues.
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
